Here's how to get started

1. Decide what you'd like to do to raise money

Running events

page and ask your friends and family to sponsor you.
Remember to personalise your page and set yourself a

target.

Recognise a special event

Ask for donations in lieu of gifts for an upcoming birthday,

wedding, anniversary, retirement or any other special day

you have in mind!

Ethical bake sale
Bake sales are fun and delicious! Get together with a few friends and family and bake some fasty treats.

Social event

Ask a local bar or restaurant if you can use a space for free and organise a night out for your colleagues
or friends. You can charge a fee for fickets and raise exira money by holding a raffle, silent auction or

collection. It's amazing how generous people feel when they're enjoying themselves!

Trivia night
You can hold a frivia night af work, at school or af a local bar. Charge an entry fee per person and get
people into teams. You can either take a proportion of the entry fees to offer as a prize or see if someone

will donate a few bottles of wine as prizes. Trivia quesfions can be easily found on the infernet - you could

even include an animal round so the questions relate back to the work you're supporting.

Girls' (or boys’) night in
Invite your girlfriends or your mates around for a fun-illed evening of movies, drinks and nibbles for a good

cause. Charge a fee fo join and ask everyone fo bring something to drink. Just provide some cheap nibbles

and entertainment and letf the fun begin!
